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Khaki Gallery Boston is pleased to present “Face-Lines,” “Body-Lines” and “Inscapes,” multi-media works by Nahid Khaki.  

In “Face-Lines” and “Body-Lines,” Khaki has photographed some of her early drawings since 1980s. The entire installation consists of photographs in which Khaki has made slight changes in the proportion, dimension, angle and color of some of the drawings.  By exhibiting drawings as photographs, Khaki is blending different aspects of her art.  “Most of my works are about lines.  Perhaps that is influenced by my Persian cultural background, in which two dimensional arts are prevalent.  “Face-Lines” and “Body-Lines,” are on-going drawing projects since early 1980s.   Lines give me the freedom that I need as an artist.  There is no spiritual boundary on the drawing surface – one moves freely to the eternity.  With the aid of my pen or pencil,  I draw straight or curved lines depending on the image  being made on the surface.   I am mostly an observer of what goes on the paper.   I let go of controlling the outcome – I forget myself.  Images made by these lines have the life of their own, most of them don’t even have basis in real life.  They are like imaginary friends.  Some of them are impressions from memories of people or models I have met, seen or known throughout my life.  These drawings mostly capture human form in moments of action and essence of the figures, rather than focusing on details of the human anatomy.  Lines are the most revealing aspect of my drawings.  My art reflects my life”
This is a third installment of Khaki’s Inscapes series. To Khaki, Inscapes are moments of refuge in a landscape (land-escape) –  or an escape to meditate in a transitory moment in time where one can lose himself and become part of the landscape.    Some of the multi media painted panels featured in this body of work are exhibited for the first time in Boston.   Nahid Khaki is an Iranian-born artist who has lived in the United States since the early 1970s.   Khaki has been active as an artist and photographer for the past three decades.  Since 2005, she has been the director of Khaki Gallery in Wellesley, where she has exhibited works by many emerging artists.  Khaki gallery expanded to the Boston South End art district in 2008.
